In Home Availability of Fruits and Vegetables
What is the behavior/issue being measured?  This question module tests in-home availability of fruits and vegetables.  It should be completed by parents. It was originally used to assess a family component in an evaluation of the High 5 program, a school- based fruit and vegetable promotion program1.  This set of questions was tested for reliability and had a Crohnbach’s alpha score of .69.  The availability score was originally used in Hearn et al (1998) and they also reported a reliability score of .69.2
