Protocol

Specific Definitions and Instructions for Data Collectors

Please print clearly when filling out each of the survey questions.  Questions 1- 5 in section A, Mobile Vendor Information on the survey forms should be completed for each survey in each neighborhood before going out into the field for each survey in each neighborhood.  For questions that have “1-yes” or “0-no” response options, be sure to circle one of the options to specify if the item/condition is present or not.

A. MOBIL VENDOR INFORMATION

1) Survey ID: 

A unique ID for each mobile vendor should be assigned as follows: your county’s name, the name of the neighborhood to be surveyed, two digits for each of the mobile vendors within 500 feet of schools in the neighborhood. For example, San Mateo County is surveying 15 mobile vendors in three neighborhoods. Their codes would look like this:

2) Census Tract: 

Fill in the full census tract number that the mobile vendor is located in obtained from the GIS (no abbreviations please).

3) Cross Streets: 

Provide the closest cross streets where the mobile vendor is located.

4) Name of school:

Provide the full name of the school (no abbreviations please).  Circle the number next to the grade level of school which the survey is being conducted.  For example, If the school is an Elementary school, circle "1", if it is a Middle school, circle “2”, etc… 
5) Coder Name/ID: 

Insert the name or assigned ID of the individual who is filling out the survey in the field in case there are any questions after the survey comes back from the field. 


6) Date of visit:  

Record the date of the actual visit when the store survey was completed.
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7) Time of bell ring: 
Record the time the school bell rings.  Next record the time the data collection started and the time it ended. 

8) For each vendor within 500 feet of any school entrances: 
For each vendor within 500 feet of “any school entrances” (includes ALL entrances, not just the main entrance), record the number that matches to the type of mobile vendor, if they are within visual range of the school, the main product they sell and if they offer mostly healthy foods.  Use the notes column for more information about the vendor and for specific products sold.
Type of Vendor:
1 - Motorized truck or van – vehicle that has a motor and can drive from one location to another
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2 - Large push cart – cart that can be manually pushed from one location to another and the height of push cart is “above” the waist
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 Small push cart – cart that can be manually pushed from one location to another and the height of push cart is “below” the waist
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4 - Trailer – mobile vendor that has a trailer hitch able to be towed behind car or truck that can be moved  from one location to another and unhitched.

Main Product: 
Record the number that is matched to the main product being sold by the vendor.


Marketing Tactics:

Record if there is a bell, music or signage.  Signage should only be recorded if it is not on the cart, trailer, or truck.   If there is a bell, circle "1", if there is music, circle “2”, if there is signage, circle “3”.  If there are no marketing tactics, on the vendor cart, trailer, or truck, circle “0” for none.
Valid Permit Visible: do you see a permit posted?  Circle “0” for no or circle “1” for yes. 
Check to see if a valid, up to date permit is visible at the point of purchase.  If there is a permit, but it is out of date or expired, circle “0” for no, but make a note in the notes/comment area.




Most of food healthy: Is more than half or 50% of the food offered healthy?  Circle “0” for no or circle “1” for yes.  If more than half or most of the food a vendor offers would be considered healthy from the definitions below, circle “1” for yes.



Notes/Comments:
Record any notes, things that need to be specified, or other information that could not be recorded through the survey questions.  Record vendor description, type of products, and type of marketing.  Generally, if you think it is something important to report and there is not a survey question that covers the condition found, record it in this area of the survey.

Two examples of permits





Healthy foods are  fruits, vegetables, whole grains, beans, nuts and seeds, non-fat and low fat milk products, lean meat, poultry and fish with minimal or no added fat, sugars or sweeteners. Foods that are cooked in a healthy way are baked, broiled, roasted, grilled, or steamed. Some healthier options include: 





Entree or sandwich with grilled/roast chicken, turkey or fish


Veggie, turkey or salmon burger


Salad entree w/ grilled chicken/turkey and low fat dressing


Tofu (not deep fried) and vegetable entree


Steamed dumplings or steamed spring rolls


Vegetable soup (not cream based)


Pasta marinara (vegetarian tomato sauce)


Vegetables w/out sauce/dressing or with low fat sauce/dressing








Unhealthy foods and beverages are high in calories, sugar and/or fat, and/or sodium; foods that are cooked in an unhealthy way are fried or prepared with trans fats, saturated fats or sauces high in calories, sugar and/or fat, and/or sodium; some examples are:


Foods: hamburgers, hot dogs, burritos/ tacos (with high fat meats or sauces), pizza (with high fat meat, regular amt. cheese or deep dish), fried chicken or fish, chicken nuggets (fried not baked), deli sandwiches (with high fat meats), egg dishes (egg/muffin, egg sandwich), fried vegetables (including french fries), fried rice or fried noodles, salads made with mayo (potato, macaroni, cole slaw), cesar salad (dressing pre-mixed), fried chips


Beverages: shakes, soft drinks/soda, diet drinks, sports drinks, energy drinks, flavored & sweetened water, lemonade, sweet tea








Garden side salad


Whole grain option (whole wheat bread, tortilla, pasta, pizza crust, pita, or brown rice)


Bowl instead of burrito option


Plain rice 


Vegetarian beans


Non-fat/low fat yogurt or milk


100% juice


Unsweetened iced tea/coffee
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
