FFY16 Activity Tracking Form (ATF) Example Scenarios
The following examples will be reviewed during the FFY16 ATF webinar training. It will be helpful if training participants had a copy of these examples available during the training. 

Scenario 1: A 30 minute Power Play class is conducted during the same week at 3 schools within the same district. 
Explanation 1: Each class is at least 15 minutes in length and actively engaged the participants, and will be reported as direct education. Since the direct education occurred at a school with the students as participants, additional demographics (i.e. data cards) are not collected or reported.
Scenario 2: A 60 minute Zumba and nutrition education class is conducted to 31 church members. 
Explanation 2: The class is at least 15 minutes in length and actively engaged the participants so would be reported as direct education.  Demographics are needed on each direct education participant; therefore each person would complete a data card. The demographics of participants unable to complete a data card can be collected via a visual estimate of the educator if possible. See the Data Card Instructions for details on entering the data cards.  
Scenario 3: 200 farmers’ market shoppers participated in an interactive nutrition education activity. Shoppers visited visit at least three stations (Meet the Farmer activity, physical activity station, recycling and composting education, and a container gardening demonstration.  Participants with completed passports received a Champions for Change goodie bag.

Explanation 3: Large promotional events usually involve brief interactions with the participants where demographics are not collected. Therefore, they are reported as indirect education. In this example, the number of people reached would be counted by the number of goodie bags distributed. 
Scenario 4: A local health department conducts a direct education Harvest of the Month activity for 25 school children. To enhance this activity, a newsletter that targets the parents of these children is sent home with each child. How is the newsletter reported?
Explanation 4: In this scenario, the parents can be considered a separate and distinct audience from their children. While the children’s activity would be reported as direct education, the newsletter would be reported separately as indirect education. The school would be reported as the site and the total number of participants would be 25 since a parent newsletter went home with each child. 
Scenario 5: Five staff members from your organization attend a SNAP-Ed Rethink Your Drink train-the-trainer workshop with 25 total participants.

Explanation 5: The training was for staff and not the SNAP-Ed target audience, therefore the event will be reported as a non-target event. Since you attended the training, report the number of staff members from your organization that attend (5 for this scenario). If your organization had conducted or lead the training, you would report the total number of training participants.
Scenario 6: How many contacts are in the following nutrition education lesson that included these elements?

· Lesson- presentation of Toolbox lesson (15 min)
· DVD- reinforcement of content presented by the educator (10 min)

· Food tasting (15 min)

· Worksheet completed in the session (20 min)

How many contacts are in the 60 minute lesson? What would be considered direct or indirect education contacts from this lesson?

Explanation 6: In order for a nutrition education to qualify as direct education, the planned series of events must be interactive with the participants and include the collection of specific demographic data. If both of these conditions are met the event would be counted as direct education. In this specific example, each individual attending the series would be counted as one unduplicated participant. Each lesson the participants attend would be counted as a contact, including the initial lesson. If the completed series is six sessions and the participant attends all six this would count as six contacts. It is not relevant how each lesson is broken down (taste testing, DVD, worksheet, etc.). If all those activities occur in one lesson, then that lesson is counted as one contact.  

Scenario 7: A poster is placed on a food truck for a month promoting a health fair. 
Explanation 7: The poster would be reported as indirect education, under media. The total consumer impressions would include an estimate of the unduplicated number of customers the truck served during the month the poster was displayed.
