project Title: Children’s Nutrition Education Development
(School and CYO Idea & Resource Kits)
Background: The Network for a Healthy California—Children’s Power Play! Campaign helps communities across California bring fruit, vegetable and physical activity messages to approximately 300,000 low-income 9- to 11-year-old children and their families each year. The Campaign’s components include educational lessons in over 2,000 school classrooms and 1,000 community youth organizations; promotional activities in schools, community youth organizations, and the community; and media and public relations activities in the community. The Children’s Power Play! Campaign and its partners also promote environmental changes that support fruit and vegetable consumption and physical activity, so that children who are educated and motivated to make healthy choices have the opportunity to do so. The Children’s Power Play! Campaign model was proven to increase children’s fruit and vegetable consumption by 14 percent through a large-scale, formal evaluation study. The Children’s Power Play! Campaign’s educational kit includes both a fourth-grade and a fifth-grade School Idea & Resource Kit (School Kit) and a Community Youth Organization Idea & Resource Kit (CYO Kit). Each Kit activity is designed to influence one or more determinants of children’s fruit and vegetable intake and/or physical activity, such as knowledge, awareness, self-efficacy, peer norms, and preferences, with an overall goal of changing behavior. 
Project Description: The Children’s Power Play! Campaign is seeking a contractor to strengthen activities in the fourth-grade and fifth-grade School Kits and strengthen seven current activities and create five new activities for the CYO Kit based on previously collected qualitative feedback and recommendations. This project includes two components; however, emphasis and a greater percentage of the budget will be dedicated to enhancing the CYO Kit. 
School Kits
This project entails providing enhancements to the current activities based on the School Kits Impact Evaluation Topline Findings, creating more links to the California Education Content Standards, and suggestions for additional improvements. 
CYO Kit 
The contractor will be given qualitative data previously collected to support the development of enhancements and new CYO Kit activities focused on nutrition education and physical activity. Enhancements and new activities should focus on improving behavior change impact and improving modern relevancy to the target audience of low-income 9- to 11-year-old children.

Specifically, enhancements of seven identified activities should include focus on academic enrichment to meet California Education Content Standards and improve the overall quality of each activity. 
Five new CYO Kit activities should focus on interweaving nutrition education with media/health literacy, youth engagement and community awareness building, cooking and food handling, and garden education. Furthermore, new CYO Kit activities need to influence one or more determinants of children’s fruit and vegetable intake and/or physical activity, such as knowledge, awareness, self-efficacy, peer norms, and preferences, with an overall goal of changing behavior. 
Enhancements and new activities should be organized appropriately for sequence of learning and match the current tone and format of the School Kits.

Obtain feedback from Children’s Power Play! Campaign staff and incorporate feedback to Kits. This may require up to three rounds of review and revision.

Recommend enhancements to the fourth-grade and fifth-grade School Kits to meet one or more of the following criteria: 
i. Create more links in each activity to the California Education Content Standards;
ii. Enhance areas where outcome expectations were not significant from the School Kit Impact Evaluation;
iii. Suggest additional “Go Farther” activities. 
b) For CYO Kit (Due Date: May 13, 2011):
i. Enhance the following seven activities by creating more links to the California Education Content Standards and suggesting additional “Go Farther” Activities:

ii. Creative and engaging;
iii. Skills building;

iv. Adaptable in a variety of settings, under a variety of circumstances, and with minimal resources. 
In addition, the prospective contractor should:

i. Have strong project management skills;
ii. Be able to communicate effectively with Children’s Power Play! Campaign staff;
iii. Effectively receive and incorporate feedback;
iv. Have experience working with 9- to 11-year-old children;
v. Have the ability to access low-income 9- to 11-year-old children to pilot test CYO Kit activities.
