CIPP Contract with San Diego State University

Overview of Services

The MCAH Program maintains a contract with the Center for Injury Prevention Policy and Practice (CIPPP) at San Diego State University to provide technical assistance and support to the 61 local health jurisdictions in monitoring injury-related health indicators and in using this information to develop and implement evidence-based interventions or improve the focus and effectiveness of existing injury control efforts. 
The following services are provided through the contract:

1. When requested by local agency staff:
· Assistance with injury-related issues involving data identification, collection, analysis, and development; grant proposals, policy efforts and program or project implementation or evaluation
· Review of injury prevention needs and priorities of a program; development of appropriate interventions for priority injury concerns; assistance with implementation and evaluation of interventions
· Promotion and support of injury prevention at the local level

· Training of local agency staff on the public health approach to the science and practice of injury control and the integration of injury prevention into local MCAH activities.
2. Distribution of a weekly literature update via the Web site, www.SafetyLit.org which includes abstracts of recently published scholarly reports on injury prevention and safety promotion issues.  This material is also available via email subscription list and by RSS feed.
