Individual Level





Knowledge


Lack of knowledge about sexual issues, pregnancy, HIV, and other STDs


Lack of knowledge about prevention methods


Lack of communication or refusal skills





Rates of teen pregnancy, STDs, and HIV, teen self-esteem; societal support for teens; education completion





Unintended pregnancy, HPV, HIV, racial/ethnic disparities in rates, generational poverty; family stress; lack of educational/economic attainment
