The results of the newborn screening repeat dried blood spot specimen testing for this baby are screen negative for Severe Combined Immunodeficiency (SCID). The repeat was requested because of initial DNA Amplification Failure (DAF) screening results during the pilot screening program for SCID. 

Infants with negative screening results for SCID do not require treatment or follow-up by an immunologist. The normal course of immunizations can be resumed unless you have independent clinical concerns about the baby’s health.
