Procedure for Requesting Reimbursement for Civil Detention

for a Persistently Non-Adherent Tuberculosis Patient

Within 5 working days of detention release date LHJ faxes release date to the Civil Detention Coordinator.





Invoices for civil detentions approved for State reimbursement are submitted by LHJ to TBCB for payment.





Request for civil detention reimbursement is approved and copy is faxed to LHJ 





Civil Detention Coordinator contacts LHJ about reimbursement denial.

Civil Detention Coordinator reviews the submitted materials to determine that recommendations for civil detention as set forth in the LHJ Plan for Civil Detention and the CDPH CTCA Joint Guidelines for Civil Detention have been met for State reimbursement.





For jurisdictions requesting prior authorization, approval/denial is completed within 2 working days of receipt of request.





For LHJ NOT requesting prior authorization, approval/denial





For jurisdictions not requesting prior authorization, approval/denial is completed within 5 working days.





Local health jurisdiction (LHJ) must have completed or updated a civil detention plan with the TBCB prior to reimbursement.  Your program liaison is available to work closely with you on this plan and procedure.





Option 1 – Authorization Prior to Detention Start Date 


(This option is available to LHJ requiring reimbursement approval prior to detention, but is encouraged for all civil detentions for which reimbursement will be requested)





Prior authorization is mandatory for jurisdictions requesting out-of-county detention at a regional civil detention site.





LHJ calls program liaison to discuss potential detention and detention site





LHJ faxes the following documents to the Civil Detention Coordinator:


Completed “Request for Civil Detention of a Persistently Non-Adherent TB Patient “ reimbursement form


Individualized patient assessment (refer to CDPH CTCA Joint Guidelines for Civil Detention) including:


Patient history


Treatment history – including directly observed therapy (DOT) information


Less restrictive alternatives attempted before detention


Less restrictive alternatives considered and rejected and reason for rejection*


Copies of diagnostic tests used to determine TB


Copies of local health officer order of detention and other legal orders


Copies of most recent mycobacteriology results 


*Required by Health and Safety Code §121367





OR





Option 2 – Authorization Within 5 Days of Detention Start Date


All LHJ requesting state reimbursement for a civil detention that has already begun must fax documents 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 listed above to the civil detention coordinator within 5 working days after detention start date.


Requests for reimbursement submitted later than 5 working days after detention start date may be denied.


TBCB approval/denial is completed within 5 working days of receipt of documents
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
