1. References to “ISIS” have been removed from the WIC MIS program. 

 

PROBLEM: 

There were references to “ISIS” in the WIC MIS program, 
for example in the screen titles, instructions, captions, and 
other text. 
 

RESOLUTION: 
References to “ISIS” have been removed and replaced 
with “WIC MIS.” 

 
 
2. The Hemoglobin abbreviation was incorrect in the red “input is invalid” 

message on the ICE40 “Health Information - Infant” screen.  
 

PROBLEM: 

The abbreviation for hemoglobin was incorrect. The error 
message displayed “Input is invalid for HGL Must be 3.0 - 
25.0.”  
 

RESOLUTION: 
Error message now displays “Input is invalid for HGB 
Must be 3.0 - 25.0.”  

 
 

3. Wrong cursor placement on the IRX67 “Change Issued Food Package” 
screen. 

 

PROBLEM: 

If the Restriction indicator field was left blank on the IRX67 
- Change Issued Food Package screen and F11 was 
pressed, the cursor landed on the Feeding Choice field 
instead of the Restriction indicator field. 
 

  

RESOLUTION: 

If the Restriction indicator field is left blank and F11 is 
pressed, the cursor will now land correctly on the 
Restriction indicator field.
