Clarifications on filling out case report form 8555, STEC/HUS

The case report form 8555 is used to report E. coli O157, other Shiga toxin-producing E. Coli’s (STEC), Shiga toxin-positive feces, and/or hemolytic uremic syndrome (HUS). Certain minimum requirements must be fulfilled in order for a condition to match one or more of these classifications. The following information is offered to clarify the requirements for classifying the illnesses. 
· E. coli O157: in order for a case to be counted as E. coli O157, the isolate associated with the case must have been identified as E. coli O157, and as either: (1) having an H7 flagellar antigen, or (2) as being a producer of Shiga-toxin. The Laboratory Data section of the case report form must therefore be filled out such that:
· Culture confirmed for E. coli O157 must be checked Yes, and
· Flagellar (H) antigen must be checked H7, and/or

· Shiga-like toxin assay must be checked SLT1 and/or SLT2 or SLT positive, but type not specified.
· STEC (Shiga toxin producing E. coli) other than E. coli O157:H7: in order for a case to be counted as an STEC other than E. coli O157:H7, the serotype of the non-O157 STEC must have been identified. Common serotypes include: O103, O111, and O26. Usually the flagellar antigen will be identified on the same laboratory report as the serotype. Common serotypes along with their flagellar antigens are: O103:H2, O111:NM, and O26:H11. For a case to be counted as STEC other than E. coli O157:H7, the Laboratory Data section of the report must be filled out such that:
· Other E. coli confirmation? is marked Yes, and
· The serotype (and flagellar antigen type if available) is written on the space provided after the question, If yes, which E. coli serotype?
· Shiga-like toxin assay must be checked SLT1 and/or SLT2 or SLT positive, but type not specified.
· Shiga toxin positive feces: If no E. coli serotype has been identified, but a patient’s stools have tested positive for Shiga toxin, then a report of Shiga toxin positive feces must be made. To file such a report, the Laboratory Data section of the case report form must be filled out such that:
· Shiga-like toxin assay is checked SLT1 and/or SLT2 or SLT positive, but type not specified.

· Hemolytic Uremic Syndrome (HUS): HUS is a clinical diagnosis and we accept a physician’s diagnosis of HUS. For a case to be counted as HUS, section 7 of the case report form must be marked Yes for HUS.
