I. May 1st - Heatstroke Prevention Day

Heatstroke Prevention Day is May 1st, however we see heat stroke deaths and near misses for
children throughout the summer.

National Heatstroke Prevention Day is May 1, 2023

942 children have died due to pediatric vehicular heatstroke (PVH) since 1998. Yet, all these
deaths could have been prevented. Sadly, these are the statistics as of March 19, 2023:

o Child heatstroke fatalities in 2023: 2

o Child heatstroke fatalities in 2022: 33

o Child heatstroke fatalities in 2021: 23 (lower than average mostly due to the
pandemic)

o Child heatstroke fatalities in 2020: 25 (lower than average mostly due to the
pandemic)

o Child heatstroke fatalities in 2019: 53

o Child heatstroke fatalities in 2018: 53

o Child heatstroke fatalities in 2017: 44

« National average of child heatstroke fatalities per year since 1998: 38

Fortunately, we have more resources than ever to help us with education and awareness to

combat heatstroke!
