II. Medications added to the ADAP formulary and updates: 

• Vitamin D3 and alendronate is currently under the cost analysis process. 
• Lenacapavir (Sunlenca) were added to the ADAP formulary.  
• Kloxxado and Zimhi generic naloxone products were added to the ADAP formulary.  
• Dulaglutide (Trulicity®), Liraglutide (Victoza®), and Sitagliptin (Januvia®) type 2 diabetes 

medications were added to the ADAP formulary.  
• CDPH has released recommendations for the use of doxycycline for the prevention of bacterial 

STIs. Doxycycline is available on both the ADAP and PrEP-AP formularies. 
• Tamsulosin (Flomax®), terazosin (Hytrin®), doxazosin (Cardura®), along with Pristiq and Haldol 

were added to the ADAP formulary.
